STEP 2 Refer to PIC 2. Open the saddlebags to remove the side
covers. Unfasten, disconnect, and remove the seat. Set
the seat, side covers, and all hardware aside, they will be
reused.

STEP 3 Remove the main fuse.

STEP 4 Refer to PIC 3. Locate and disconnect the left and right
saddlebag sub harness connectors.

Disconnect the wiring harness from the rear
trunk lid. Be careful not to break the tabs holding the wiring.

WIRING HARNESS

Refer to PIC 6. Remove hardware fastening the trunk lid PIC 6
to the trunk assembly. Remove the trunk lid and set it on a
flat clean surface, in a well lit area, where you can easily
work on it. Apply a small amount of Loctite to hardware. Set
hardware aside, it will be reused.

Note: Pay attention to the hardware removed and where it was
removed from.

Refer to PIC 7. Pay attention to the direction of the striker
rods before removing. Unfasten and remove striker rods
from the rear trunk lid. Apply a small amount of blue Loctite
to hardware. Set hardware and striker rods aside, they will
be reused.

Refer to PIC 7. Unfasten hardware connecting the inner
trunk lid to the trunk lid. Remove the inner trunk lid from the
trunk lid. Apply a small amount of Loctite to hardware. Set
hardware aside, it will be reused.

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Refer to PIC 8. Apply masking tape to the outside of the
trunk lid to the areas where it will be drilled through, to
prevent the paint from chipping or flaking away. Be sure to
cover the whole area, not just the drill points.

Refer to PIC 9 and 10. Locate provided trunk lightbar and
gasket. Place the gasket on the back of the light, and then
align the assembly with the back of the trunk lid. Once

light is properly aligned, secure the gasket to the lid using

masking tape. The top edge of the gasket should be aligned

with the top edge of the trunk lid. Remove the light from the
gasket.

Note: An additional set of hands may be helpful when taping
the gasket to the lid.

Refer to PIC 10. Mark the center point of each open circle in
the gasket, four (4) marked points total. Remove the gasket.

Refer to PIC 11. Drill a 11/64 inch hole all the way through
the trunk lid at the four (4) marked points. Increase the drill
bit to 15/64 inch and drill through all the holes.

Refer to PIC 11. Increase the top center hole to a 7/16 inch
hole.

Note: The larger hole at the top is meant for the light’s wires to
go through.

Locate provided M5 screws and flat washers. Apply a small
amount of blue Loctite to the threads of the screws. Place a
washer on each of the screws.

Test fit that the M5 fasteners through the small holes, and
the wires of the lightbar through the larger hole. If fasteners
and/or wires do not fit in the drilled holes, remove items
and make small adjustments to the holes. Test again.

Repeat process until the fasteners and the wires fit into their
respective drilled holes. DO NOT OVER DRILL AND MAKE

HOLES TOO LARGE!

STEP 21  Refer to PIC 12. Place the gasket on the backside of the PIC 12
lightbar and feed the wires of the lightbar through the large
top center hole of the trunk lid. Align the assembly on the
outside of the trunk lid.

STEP 22 Refer to PIC 13. On the inside of the trunk lid, align the
mounting holes of the lightbar with the drilled holes of
the lid. Secure it in place using the M5 screw and washer
assemblies. Fully tighten hardware.

STEP 24 Refer to PIC 15. Locate OEM inner trunk liner and seven
(7) inner trunk lid mounting screws removed in Step 12, and
reinstall the inner trunk to the trunk lid. Be sure the wires
are positioned in a safe place where they won'’t pinch.

STEP 25 Locate striker rods and hardware that were removed in Step
11. Reinstall striker rods to the trunk lid. Be sure striker
rods are pointing in the correct direction. If not it can cause
damage to the trunk when closed.

STEP 26 Refer to PIC 16. Reinstall the trunk lid assembly in the
reverse order of which it was removed, using the hardware
that was removed in Step 10.

Note: Refer to your motorcycle’s service manual for assistance.

STEP 27 Refer to PIC 16. Fasten the wiring harness to the trunk lid.
Be very careful not to break the tabs holding the wire at the
top of the trunk lid.

STEP 28 Refer to PIC 16. On the front side of the trunk, under the
passenger backrest area, remove hardware from the backer
plate located in the middle. Remove backer plate. Set all
aside, it will be reused.

STEP 29  Guide the trunk light wires down past the trunk hinge, under
the speaker cover, and pull wires through the bottom of the
speaker cover. Pull the wires all the way through.

Note: Provide enough slack in the wires for the trunk to easily
open and close. Be sure wires are not in the way of any moving
parts and will not be pinched.
